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Russian forces are likely setting conditions to resume offensive operations toward Slovyansk by launching airstrikes
Bohorodychne and shelling Dibrovne, Adamivka, and Slovyansk. Kharkiv Oblast Administration Head Oleg Synegu
adraSR GKIFG wdzaaialy F2NOSa akKStftSR FAStRa Ay GKS LT &
(FIRMS) remotely sensed data showed fires on fields northwest of Slovyansk.

Russian forces reportedly remotely mined a section bfghway in Velyka Komyshuvakha and shelled Karnaukhivka,

likely in an effort to suppress Ukrainian counterattacks southwest of 1zyum.

Russian forces continued to attack settlements west of Lysychansk in an effort to advance toward Siversk on July 9. U
reported that Russian forces unsuccessfully attempted to advance to Verknokamyanske, approximately 8 km east
Siversk. They also added that Russian forces launched an assault on Hryhorivka (approximately 11 km northeas
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Russian forces captured Hryhorivka on July 9, but |
cannot independently confirm this claim. Russian forg
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approximatly 14 km southeast of Siversk.
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Ukrainian forces continued to strike Russian ammunition
depots in Irmino and Kadiivka, approximately 50 km west of
Luhansk City, reportedly with kfffovided high mobility
artillery rocketsystems (HIMARS).

Russian forces unsuccessfully attempted to improve their
tactical positions around Avdiivka and launched a failed
assault on Marinka on July 9.

Supporting Effort #1 Kharkiv City - Russian forces
made no confirmed territorial gains nean&tkiv City on July
9 but continued attempting likely spoiling attacks to disrupt
Ukrainian counterattacks.

UGS reported that Ukrainian forces repelled a Russian
assault in the direction of Kochubeivka and Dementiivka,
which ISW assessed is intended didrangoing Ukrainian
counterattacks from Prudyanka north toward Russian
positions in Tsupivka.
